daughter of Maria Anna and Martin
Zimmerman was born Feb. 6, 1895 in
Germany. She died at Myrtue
Memorial hospital on July 20, 1974, at
age 79 years, 5 months, 14 days. As a
young woman, she came to the U.S.
and made her home in the Westphal ia
community. It was here that she
married Louis Paollazzi at the St.
Boniface church on Nov. 25, 1924. Two
daughters were born to this union.
After their marriage, Mr and Mrs
Paollazzi continued to make their
home in Westphalia. She has been a
member of St. Boniface church since
coming to Westphalia and she was
also a member of St. Boniface Rosary
Society.
