Walker, son of Mahlon W. and
Grace Price Walker was born on a
farm near Tulare, So. Dak., on
Nov. 27,1916. He attended country
school and later the Tulare high
school and grew to adulthood on

i his parent's farm. He then spent
four years with the C.C.C. Corps
Rapid City and Aberdeen, So.
Dak. Robert then moved to Iowa,
settling in Shelby county where he
engaged in farming.

On Dec. 15, 1940, he married
Alta M. West at the United
Methodist church in Denison.
After their marriage, they made
their home on a farm near Irwin
and this has been their home since
that' time. Mr Walker died at St.
Joseph's hospital in Omaha,
Nebr., on Sunday, Sept. 16, 1979,
at age 62 years, 9 months and 19
days. He had been a long time
member of the Irwin United
Methodist church and had been a
school bus driver for the Irwin-
Kirkman Community school for 25
years.
